This lifestyle makes it 
difficult to teach them.  In addition, many 
are preliterate, which makes it even more 
difficult.  But we have found the perfect 
technological solution for discipling them:  
Our discipleship courses in the AudioBook 
format.   

AudioBooks can be read and distributed 
on cellphones and cell phones have 
become commonplace with the Hmong.   

AudioBooks are also easier and cheaper 
to produce than most media productions, 
since they are based on a book that is 
already written and translated!  One of our 

missionaries wrote 
the conversion 
procedure  for 
AudioBooks, and we 
have already 
produced 9 of the 18 

courses with a Hmong 
speaker and they are 
being used in four 

countries!  Please be praying for an editor 
to continue the process and for the Hmong 
as they seek to learn more about their 
Christian faith in difficult circumstances.
